For more than 30 years, Guy Schraenen's fasamgtiantists' multiples (objects, catalogues, ook
magazines) has led him to amass a unique anddpgbiglised collection on the theme of sound.
Vinykhows LPs from an acoustic and visual anglstrati#thow artists from the 1920s and throughout
the twentieth century have experimented with lgegaad sound. The exhibition presents close to 800
albums alongside tapes, CDs, specialist magegiees)ce books, catalogues and artworks.

As artists began to work with sound, and as resmmidsovers became media for the visual arts, a new
and extremely creative art form appeared. Anistdifferent currents imagined sleeves for diagir
recordings; the album cover gave artists an digpstiiaulating format. For those who grew up with
vinyl, alboums and covers are a part of their pétsstory; for the post-vinyl generations, theg ha
legendary aura.

Vinylis organised in sections, beginning with 1920¢garde movements such as dadaism and
futurism through Fluxus, new realism, pop arZahgroup and conceptual art, and ending withdke m
recent sound experiments.

Many of these recordings document performancebagpenings, two essential manifestations of
artistic movements of the 1960s and 70s.

The exhibition takes in sound poetry, and pressdsis by artists such as Hanne Darboven, Jean
Dubuffet, Dieter Roth, Joseph Beuys, Laurie And&idam Burroughs and Allen Ginsberg, Henri
Chopin'®DUmagazine and the Giorno Poetry Systems.

Singles feature works by artists including Yves Rdenan Opalka, Hermann Nitsch, Tom Wesselmann
and Karel Appel.

How did the collection come about?

My initial intention was to collect works publigedrtists from the 1960s on. New non-material ar
forms meant that works were disappearing. | ¢b gagroup anything and everything that could
document events taking place at that time, suictvigetions, catalogues, books, posters, objedi{fin
course, records.

Over 75,008 peopl
came to see the exhibition in Barcelona, wheae drew a lot of media coverage. Cultural irstgut
then started compiling collections of records fnisnperiod and staging their own exhibitions en th
theme.

Will la maison rouge be one of the last venuesstdhe exhibition?
I don't know.Vinyfcould keep travelling, but | don't really wastider it more than twice. Then it would
become tedious.
